Future Opportunities 
Based on City, County and public input, the following are long-term potential bicycle facilities that are generally 
a variety of project types that may hinge on future roadway development, adjacent jurisdictional actions, or 
legislative changes. Most of these projects follow truck routes where adequate right-of-way is not currently 
available to provide the separation between trucks and bicycles, as seen in Figure A-1. Most represent connec-
tions with surrounding jurisdictions. 

Along with future improvements for bicycling along these routes, pedestrian improvements are just as import-
ant. When future improvements occur along these routes, closing sidewalk gaps can be an interim solution 
before bicycle facilities are installed. This provides a temporary solution for bicyclists to still use these routes if 
needed, although not preferred. The following figure identifies these future opportunities along with sidewalk 
gaps within these alignments.

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As seen in Figure A-2, the City of Pico Rivera has a variety of both publicly and privately-owned vacant parcels 
that could be converted to pocket parks.

Project Prioritization and 
Methodology
The Bicycle-Pedestrian prioritization methodolo-
gy quantifies raw numbers based typically from 
non-motorized transportation criteria with weight-
ing based on input from City and consultant staff. 
The weighted scores account for normalizing be-
tween 0 and 100, and weighting of each criterion.

The projects that were prioritized are those that will 
have a significant impact on the existing bikeway 
system, such as closing major gaps and extending or 
developing bike paths, lanes or routes along major 
transportation corridors.

Sources for the data were collected from City of Pico Rive-
ra, Los Angeles County, SCAG, American Community Sur-
vey (ACS), US Census and CA Highway Patrol’s Statewide 
Integrated Traffic Recording System (SWITRs). 

• Attractors/Destinations: This criterion tallies the at-
tractors for pedestrian access such as retail, schools, 
parks, public services, bus and transit stops.

• Completes the Network: Prioritize Projects which 
close gaps in the network. 

• Population and Employment Density: Population 
and employment density quantifies the number 
of people living and working within each school 
zone. The more people live and work in the school 
zone, the higher the score.

• Under 14 Years Old: Number of elementary and 
middle school age children.

• Over 65 Years Old: Number of seniors ages 65 and older.
• Bike to Work: Number of people who bike to work.
• Walk to Work: Number of people who walk to work.
• Public Transportation to Work: Number of people 

who use the bus or trolley to work.

• Households without Vehicles: Number of house-
holds that do not own a vehicle and either walk, 
bike or use transit as their means of transportation.

• Connections to Underserved Communities: Medi-
an income was delineated to the following cate-
gories and projects that traversed the lowest cat-
egory received 3 points. Data source: ACS.
< $33,500 (3 points)
$33,500 - $35,500 (2 points)
> $35,500 (1 point)

• Barriers: Quantifies the number of freeway cross-
ings, railroad crossing, and high traffic volume in-
tersections. 

• Average Daily Trips: Average volumes per project 
mile if data was available.

• Bicycle-Pedestrian Collision Rates: Collision per 
mile, improve safety along high collision routes. 

• The Bicycle-Pedestrian Suitability Model acquires 
the routes total model score and is then divided 
by the acreage of that project. The average score 
per square feet is then calculated to normalize 
the score for all facilities. This allows projects with 
smaller footprints to have the same scoring param-
eters as larger projects. 

• Economic Efficiency: measure the financial ben-
efits associated with corridor, normalized by the 
number of anticipated users (in turn a product of 
the facility type and length), and divided by the 
rough order construction cost estimates.
